You refer to the Guideline to the implementation of certain provisions of Regulation
(EC) No 853/2004 concerning the hygiene of food of animal origin (SANCO/10098/2009
rev. 3)* to defend the position that such activity would not require an additional approval
as independent cold store. The exclusion from approval of cold stores you refer to in
Section 4.4 of the guidance is however part of the exclusion of most retailers from
approval (point d) above). Only independent cold stores at retail level may therefore be

~ excluded from approval. Cold stores at the level of the slaughterhouse or cutting plant are

considered independent as they receive meat from outside the establishment, therefore
